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Trainer Notes
How do you lighten-up telling the time (in all its various forms) for a group of beginners (up to CEFR A2)? 
[bookmark: _GoBack]As the intricacies of “5 to 5” and “half-past six” are as important to know as they are tedious to teach, a game of bingo can bring things to life – and through in some good listening practice as an extra.


Instructions
· Make sure each participant has a bingo card (single on cut out or on the sheet).
· Read the simple-present statements aloud (adjust the speed of reading to the level of the group, ditto the length of breaks between sentences.
· If the group is really struggling, read the sentence, then say the time in numerical form (e.g. 23:58)

When a participant believes that all the times on their card have been called, they do what has to be done.


Options
· Repeat the process with each participant having a new card
· Change the order in which your read out the sentences
· Let the winner of the last round read the next 
· Encourage participants to create their own version based on their daily routine.
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
